Jack Edward Neubacher, 72, of Salisbury, passed away Sunday, October 7,
2018 at his home. 

 

Born February 23, 1946 in Geneva, OH, he was the son of the late Gladys
Ruth Anderson Neubacher and Emil August Neubacher. 

 

He was educated in the Geneva, OH schools and graduated from Geneva
High School. Mr. Neubacher was a veteran of the US Navy and served in the
Vietnam War. 

 

Mr. Neubacher was a machinist for Lane Punch Corp. for 40 years before
retiring. Prior to that he was a meat cutter for the family grocery store,
Anderson Food Market in Geneva, OH. 

 

He was of the Methodist faith. Mr. Neubacher has been a private pilot since
the age of 16 and owned a 1956 Piper Tri Pacer airplane. He was a charter
member and served as President of the Experimental Aircraft Association,
Chapter 1083 based at the Rowan County Airport, was a member of the NC
Quarter Midget Association where he dearly loved racing with his grandson
and family, and wrote articles for the Southern Aviator Magazine.
