A full Thanksgiving dinner several times
a year was par for the course at the Hughes home. The pair also spent many
evenings sharing food with dear friends—so much laughter and plentiful
stories shared, memories made, over the years.

After retiring from their respective jobs, Russ and Julie hit the road and RV’ed
to all but one of the fifty continuous states (and as always, there’s a story to be
told here somewhere), settling at last in Salisbury, North Carolina, to be near
their girls and share their lives with their beloved grandsons.

Those who have gone on to the next party before them include Russ & Julie’s
parents and several siblings. Left here to mourn their absence and raise an
occasional glass in their honor are daughters Sara Hicks and Amy Foote
