Mr. Robert Gerald ‘Jerry’ Rowland, 71, of Salisbury, NC passed away June, 4,
2015 at Presbyterian Medical Center in Charlotte, NC with his family by his
side. 

Born December 8, 1943 in Statesville, NC he was the son of the late Annie
York Rowland and Frank James Rowland. 

Jerry was a graduate of Statesville High School and attended the University of
South Carolina. He served in the US National Guard. He was the owner of
R.G. Rowland Appraisals for a number of years, holding the certification of NC
State Certified General Appraiser of Real Property. In 1988 he began working
for Rowan County as the Tax Assessor then later becoming the Tax
Administrator. Jerry retired from county employment in July of 2012. During
his career he completed over 34 reappraisals across the State and valued
over 3 million properties in his business. Jerry was a loving husband, father,
and grandfather who never met a stranger and loved to talk. 

Jerry was a lifetime Lutheran and member of St. John’s Lutheran Church in
Salisbury. 

Preceding him in death along with his parents are brother, Frank James
Rowland, Jr. and sister, Faye Rowland Poole.
